This document outlines the formatting requirements for The Sixth International Symposium on Informatics and Its Applications (ISIA) Proceedings. Please review this document to learn about the formatting of text, table and figure captions, fonts, and references. The conference proceedings will be published exclusively in an electronic format. The full paper must be written in MS Word and comply with these instructions. It will later be converted into Portable Document Format (PDF). An abstract of no more than 200 words should appear in a section titled "ABSTRACT" (without a section number), following the names of the authors. The title "ABSTRACT" should be in Times New Roman, 12-point font, and the abstract content should be in Times New Roman, 11-point italic font.
Keywords: Keyword 1, keyword 2, keyword 3 (Times New Roman, 11-point italic font)
1. Introduction (section, Times New Roman 12 pts, Bold)

The paper must be written carefully and checked for spelling and grammatical errors. The number of pages should be between 4 to 8. The titles of Head 1 must be formatted in Times New Roman, 12-point bold font. The content of paragraphs must be written in Times New Roman, 11-point font. The introduction section should be titled "Introduction" and should provide an overview of the research topic, its significance, and the objectives of the paper. It sets the stage for the rest of the paper by explaining the background and context of the study.
2. Format Guide

The document should be formatted using standard A4 size (210mm x 297mm) in portrait orientation. The text should be arranged in a single column, with all paragraphs, including the abstract, fully justified on both the left and right sides.
1.1 Head 2 (Subsections - Times New Roman, 11-point bold font)

The titles of subsections (Head 2) should be formatted in Times New Roman, 11-point bold font. These subsections help in organizing the content into manageable sections, making it easier for readers to follow the structure of the paper.
1.1.1 Head 3 (Sub-subsections-  Times New Roman, 11-point bold italic font)

For further divisions within subsections, use Head 3. The titles of sub-subsections (Head 3) should be formatted in Times New Roman, 11-point bold italic font. This hierarchical structure provides additional detail and organization within each subsection.
3. Tables, Figures, and Equations

3.1 Tables

Tables should be used to present data clearly and concisely. Each table must be labeled with a number and a descriptive title placed above the table. The title should be formatted in Times New Roman, 11-point bold font and centered. Ensure that all tables are referenced within the text. Tables should be formatted in a single column and should fit within the page margins.

3.2. Figures

Figures, including charts, graphs, and images, should be used to visually represent data and concepts. Each figure must be labeled with a number and a descriptive title placed below the figure. The title should be formatted in Times New Roman, 11-point bold font and centered. Ensure that all figures are referenced within the text. Figures should be formatted in a single column and should fit within the page margins.

3.3. Equations

Each equation should be displayed on a separate line from the text, with blank spaces above and below. Equations must be clear, and all expressions should be explained within the text. They should be justified, with the equation number placed in parentheses and aligned to the right margin with a blank space before it. The equation number should be formatted in Times New Roman, 11-point font. Ensure that all equations are referenced within the text, and maintain consistency in the use of symbols and variables throughout the document.
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4. Citations

Citations must be formatted as numbers within square brackets, such as [1], and should correspond to the reference list at the end of the paper. Each reference should be listed in numerical order as it appears in the text.

5. Conclusion
The conclusion section should summarize the paper's significant findings and contributions. It should briefly summarize the major findings and explore their implications, as well as make recommendations for future research.
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
